While there may not be comprehensive dental services in your area, there are options that 
see those without insurance if you are able to plan ahead and travel for an appointment. 
Options for preventive dental care are more readily available. Feel free to use the following

• Free or sliding scale for the uninsured! Requires some form of documentation: ID, 

income verification, etc.  
• Will see patients from in county as well as the neighboring counties if their county 

does not have a clinic 
• Range of Services: Limited for Adults, more available for children  

o Diagnostic & Preventive: Examinations Cleanings (2 visits per calendar year), 
X-Ray 

o Restorative Services: Dental fillings for children up to age 21  
o Miscellaneous Services: Fluoride Treatments Sealants for children up to age 

21. Silver Diamine Fluoride Emergency Care (Relief of pain)  
o Oral Surgery Services: Extractions (pulling teeth) not including wisdom teeth, 

Minor pre-prosthetic surgery

Notes: Waiting list for cleanings is about 1 month. No location requirement.  
• Free extraction clinic in Oak Ridge one Saturday every month except the 

summer months. There is a waiting list for extractions.  Local dentists 
and dental assistants volunteer for this clinic. The dental hygiene 
students also volunteer that day for free cleanings and x-rays so patients 
could also come during that monthly clinic for dental hygiene. 

• Once a patient has an appointment, they are called the week prior to the 
appointment.  The clinic staff must speak with the patient; they can leave 
a message but the patient must call back to confirm the appointment.  If 



   
 

   
 

they do not speak with or receive a timely call back from the patient, their 
appointment is cancelled and someone else is put in that time slot.
